Children and young people who usually go to school, college or childcare and who live with someone who has a positive coronavirus test result should continue to attend as normal. 
The current isolation period for positive cases is 3 days for children and 5 days for adults.
We would ask for your cooperation with this in helping to keep everyone safe.  Please remember to always inform the school when your child is off school.  Verbal information must be followed up with a written reason as attendance records must legally be held for 10 years.
